Scholarships: in previous years we have had merit scholarships and it is likely that these will be re-introduced as of September 2015.  For now we have the Vice Chancellor scholarship which is, in fact, a lot more generous than previous scholarships.  It is open to all international students and is not merit-based.  As long as students meet course and university entry requirements this scholarship is applied.

Start dates: I’ve attached an Excel which I use very often to know when and what course!  This clearly indicates the multiple entry dates we have, per course, and when the course ends. 
IELTS: we do accept alternative tests but not many: Pearson (PTE) and Cambridge Advanced / Proficiency.  We do not accept TOEFL or TOEIC and English language barometers are subject to change in line with Home Office policy.  If a student falls below the entry requirements then we run pre-sessional courses (from 2 to 18 weeks) http://www.beds.ac.uk/international/courses/pre-sessionals
